●​ Attend community events to share timely, relevant, trusted information and 
resources 

●​ Collect feedback from immigrants regarding their experiences, challenges, and 
needs 

●​ Share gathered information with the team to contribute to the improvement of 
services 

●​ Advocate for the immigrant community  
 
Qualifications 

●​ Fluency in a language other than English 
●​ Passion for service, especially to those in immigrant communities 
●​ Ability to work independently and collaboratively with diverse groups

●​ Conduct an information Session
